
PREPARING FOR SCHOOL: 
 

1. Talk to the teacher about 
questions and concerns. 

2. Make sure that your child 
comes to school rested. 

3. Try to make it possible for the 
child to attend school regularly 
and on time. 

4. Have the children wear 
clothing that is manageable 
and comfortable.  Bring an 
extra set. 

5. Identify your child’s clothing 
clearly with his/her name. 

6. Have your child’s outerwear 
equipped with large loops so it 
can be easily hung. 

7. When you drop your child off 
at school, remind him/her 
about after school 
arrangements. 

8. Talk about school in a friendly 
positive way.

3-Year old Program

Days in session: Tuesday and Thursday 
Time:  7:45am – 10:40am 
Transportation: Not available for 3-year 
olds. 
Fee: $15.00 per day 
 The building will be opened and 
staffed beginning at 7:30 am.  Please do not 
bring children any earlier in accordance 
with school policy. 
 
 

4-Year Old Program 
 Students must be 4 years old by 
December 1 of the entrance year. 
Days in Session: Monday, Wednesday and 
Friday. (M-F also available) 
Time: 7:45 am – 10:40 am 
Transportation: Available through most 
area school districts. 
Fee: $15.00 per day 
 The building will be opened and 
staffed beginning at 7:30 am.  Please do not 
bring children any earlier in accordance 
with school policy.
